High Water
Rods:	 13’ or 14’.
Lines:	 Either an intermediate 
or floating line with 
interchangeable tips. 
Flies:	 Cascade, Willie Gun, 
Shrimps, Small Cone Heads,
8s & 10s double or treble.

Low Water
Rods:	 Either switch rod or
10s single handed rod.
Lines:	 As above.
Flies:	 Posh Tosh, Cascade, 
Very small tubes ½” long.
Silver Stoat, Shrimps, 10s &
12s double or treble. 
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The Upper and Lower 
Piggery Pools are best 
accessed by passing the 
Estate Office and taking 
the first left down to 
Sheilshaugh.
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
